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So now faith, hope, and love abide, these three; but the greatest of these is love. ~I Corinthians 13:13 
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The early church was facing one of their 

first defining moments- how to equally 

care for those with needs in the church, 

particularly the widows.  The apostles 

know that they needed assistance and 

selected key leaders who could help and 

support them.  But do you know what the 

reasoning was behind the delegation of 

duties?  Was it that the church leaders and 

apostles were too busy?  Did they need 

help fairly distributing the food and 

clothing to the widows? Did they not want 

to be bothered by the physical needs of 

the church?  No. The early church leaders 

saw that they were being pulled away 

from their most important duties those of 

prayer and preaching the Word (Acts 6). 

They understood the significance of 

prayer and commitment to service! 

Years later, the disciple Peter was writing 

to the church and he set a very clear 

pattern for this.   

The end of all things is near. Therefore be 

alert and of sober mind so that you may 

pray. Above all, love each other deeply, 

because love covers over a multitude of 

sins. Offer hospitality to one another 

without grumbling.  Each of you should 

use whatever gift you have received to 

serve others, as faithful stewards of God’s 

grace in its various forms.  If anyone 

speaks, they should do so as one who 

speaks the very words of God. If anyone 

serves, they should do so with the strength 

God provides, so that in all things God may 

be praised through Jesus Christ. To him be 

the glory and the power for ever and ever. 

Amen.  I Peter 4:7-11 

In and through prayer, we are to love- love 

one another deeply and this is 

demonstrated in how we speak and how 

we serve.  When we speak to others, we 

are to speak as one who speaks the 

oracles of God, His truth, His love, and His 

grace.  And when we serve, we are to 

serve as stewards of His grace and for His 

glory.   

My prayer is that in today we love deeply 

and speak and serve for His glory! 

Continue steadfastly in prayer, being 

watchful in it with thanksgiving.
