| am on a team starting a Christian school in Haiti that will be part of the orphanage
that our Cornerstone students and | travel to every other year. |started working in
Haiti as a young teacher and have traveled to Haiti about eight times, my first trip
over twenty years ago to teach Haitian teachers. In launching Grace Academy in
Port au Prince, | was asked to write an article about myself to include in the
missionary organization’s newsletter. It was to answer some basic questions,
including a little bit about myself, my educational background and experiences, why
| am called to this ministry, and what is my vision for this new school.

As | sat down to write the article, | found myself puzzled for words and for those of
you who know me well, | am never short on words. Ask my math students or the
Cornerstone teachers. Then | realized why | was puzzled and short for words. The
Cornerstone family knows me well, and | never have to start at the beginning or
explain my calling or vision in its entirety or from the start. At school, the Lord
speaks as needed for my day, His manna, His sufficiency and grace, and I, in turn
share His truth with the CCS community. And in this article about the new school,
Grace Academy in Port au Prince, | felt the need to wrap years, decades in fact, of
His words, and calling, into one succinct article entitled, “Getting to know me.”
